1.2. Workplace. Work area safety.

Keep your workplace tidy and ensure it is well lit.

Untidiness and insufficient illumination contribute to accidents especially when chain saws are in use.

Keep children and bystanders away from the workplace.

Distraction may cause loss of control over the tool.

1.3. Safety when working with electricity.

1.3.1. Plug of the chain saw must be suitable for contact. In no case is allowed to modify the structure of the plug. When working with electrical zero, do
not use plug adapters.

Using original plugs and sockets reduces the risk of electric shock.

1.3.2. Keep chain saw from rain and moisture.

Infiltration of water into the chain saw increases the risk of electric shock.

1.3.3. Do not use a power cord for the purposes for which it is not provided, for example to carry chain saw for cable or removing the plug from the outlet.
Protect cords from heat, oil and contact with sharp edges or mobile points of machines.

Damaged or twisted cables increase the risk of electric shock.

1.4. Personal safety.

Inspect your chain saw. Check alignment and fixing of moving parts, check against part cracks and all other factors that may affect operation of the chain
saw.

Saw chain should be clean and sharp. Proper maintenance of sharp cutting edges of saw chain reduces the risk of jamming and makes operation easier.

1.6. Power tool use and care.

Check proper operation of the saw brake regularly. In emergency situation, non-operational brake may make saw chain disengagement impossible.

1.7. Safety operation.

1.7.1. Be concentrated, watch their actions carefully and act cautiously and prudently. Do not use the chain saw when you are tired or under the influence
of drugs, alcohol or narcotic drugs.

1.7.6. Keep a chain saw in places where they can not be reached by children. Do not allow them to be used by persons who are not familiar with how to
work with them and have not read those instructions. When you are in the hands of inexperienced users, chain saw can be extremely dangerous.

1.7.7. Keep your chain saw with care. Check whether the mobile units operate impeccable, whether it spells, if there is a broken or damaged item which
distort or alter the functions of the chain saw. Before using the chain saw, make sure that the damaged parts to be repaired. Many accidents are caused by
poorly maintained power tools and appliances.

1.7.8. Keep the power cords a safe distance from rotating work tools. If you lose control of the chain saw, the cable can be cut or fascinated by the
working tool and it can cause injuries.

1.7.9. Never leave chain saw before working tool to completely stop its rotation. Rotary tool can touch the object, resulting in losing control of the chain
saw.

1.7.10. Regularly clean the vent on your chain saw.

1.7.11. Do not use a chain saw near flammable materials. Flying sparks can cause the ignition of such materials.

1.7.12. Never put your hands near the rotary working tools. If the kick occurs, the instrument can make you hurt.

1.7.13. Do not use the chain saw when the power cord is If during op ion the cable is do not touch. Immediately disconnect the
plug from the electric installation.

Damaged power cables increase the risk of electric shock.

Failure of the considered instructions may lead to electric shock, fire and / or severe injuries.

1.7.14. Be very careful at the end of a cut, because the chain saw having no support in processed material falls down due to its inertia, which may cause
injuries.

1.7.15. When working for a long time, the saw operator may experience formication and numbness in fingers and hands.

Stop working in such case, because numbness reduces precision in saw use.

1.7.16. In the appearance of signs of fatigue should immediately stop work.

1.7.17. Only one person can operate with the chain saw at a time. All other persons shall be away from working area of the chain saw. Especially children
and animals should be away from working area.

1.7.18. When starting the saw, its chain must not rest on the processed material or touch anything else.

1.7.19. When working with the chain saw hold it with both hands by both handles. Keep firm body position.

1.7.20. Children and juveniles cannot operate the chain saw. Allow access to the saw only to adults who know how to handle the tool. This instruction
manual should be given with the chain saw.

1.7.21. Before starting to cut set the chain brake lever in appropriate position (pull it to yourself). It is also hand guard.

1.7.22. Move chain saw away from the material being cut only when the cutting chain is working.

1.7.23. When cutting processed sawn wood or thin branches use support (sawing horse). Do not cut several boards at the same time (placed one on top
of another), or material held by other person or held with foot.

1.7.24. Long objects should be firmly fixed before cutting.

1.7.25. When you working on sloping terrain stay with the face to slope.

1.7.26. When cutting through always use the bumper spike as a point of support. Hold the saw by the rear handle and guide with the front handle.

1.7.27. In case the cut cannot be completed in one run, pull the saw a little back, put the bumper spike in another place and continue the cut lifting rear
handle slightly.

1.7.28. When cutting in horizontal plane, position yourself at an angle as close to 90° from cutting line as possible. Such operation requires concentration.

1.7.29. When the chain is pinched when cutting with the tip of the bar, the saw may recoil towards operator. Because of this effect cut with the straight
part of the chain whenever possible. Then, in case of pinching, the recoil effect changes direction away from the operator.

1.7.30. Be very careful when cutting wood when there is the risk of splitting. Pieces of wood that are cut off can be flung in any direction (risk of body
injury!).

1.7.31. Only trained persons should cut tree branches! Uncontrolled fall of a tree branch constitutes a risk of body injury!

1.7.32. Do not cut with tip of the guide bar (risk of recoil).

1.7.33. Pay special attention to branches under strain. Do not cut branches, which hangs freely, from below.

1.7.34. Always stand to the side of predicted fall line of the tree that is to be cut.

1.7.35. During a tree fell there is a risk that branches of the tree, or trees in proximity, will break and fall. Be very careful, otherwise a body injury may
occur.

1.7.36. On a sloped terrain the operator should stay on upper part of the slope with respect to the tree being cut, never lower.

1.7.37. Watch out for logs that may roll down towards you. Jump away!

1.7.38. Operating saw tends to rotate when tip of the chain guide bar touches processed material. In such case the saw may get out of control and move
towards the operator (risk of body injury!).

1.7.39. Do not use the saw above your shoulder level, or when standing on a tree, ladder, scaffold, trunk etc.

1.8. To prevent saw recoil follow below instructions.

1.8.1. Never start or guide a cut with the tip of the guide bar!

1.8.2. Always start cutting with saw previously switched on!

1.8.3. Ensure the cutting chain is sharp.

1.8.4. Never cut more than one branch at a time. When cutting off, watch out for surrounding branches. When cutting a tree through, watch out for
nearby tree trunks.

2. Construction and use.
Electric chain saw is a hand-held tool. The chain saw is a device driven by a single-phase commutator motor. The saw can be used for cutting down trees,
cutting branches, firewood, wood for fireplace and other tasks where cutting wood is necessary. Petrol chain saw is a tool for amateur use only.
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Use the device according to the manufacturer’s instructions only.

3. Preparation for operation.

3.1. Prior to carrying the chain saw unplug the power cord from mains socket and slide chain cover onto guide bar and chain. When carrying the chain
saw, hold it by front handle. If several cuttings are to be made, switch off the chain saw with the switch (1) between tasks.

3.2. Installation of guide bars and saw chain.

Chain saw should be disconnected from electric supply.

Use pin and adj screw for adj of chain tension. It is very important that the bolt located on adjustment screw falls into hole in the guide
bar during installation of the guide bar.

You can move the bolt to the front and back by turning the adjustment screw. Those parts must be set appropriately prior to starting guide bar installation
in the saw.

Guide bar and chain are supplied separately.

Brake lever (7) must be in the upper (vertical) position.

Unscrew the guide bar fixing nut (12) and remove the casing.

Put the chain (8) onto driving chain wheel located behind the clutch.

Install the guide bar (9) (slide it behind the clutch) onto guiding screws and push towards driving chain wheel.

Put the chain (8) onto guide bar chain wheel from below.

Move the guide bar (9) away from the driving chain wheel, so chain guiding links are placed in the guide bar groove.

Ensure the pin of the chain tension adjustment screw is in the middle of the lower hole of the guide bar (9), adjust when necessary.

Place the casing in its place and fix by slightly tightening guide bar fixing nut (12).

Strain the chain appropriately using the chain tension adjustment screw (11). Chain tension is appropriate when the chain can be lifted by 3 to 4 mm in
the middle of the guide bar in horizontal position.

Firmly tighten guide bar fixing screw (12) while holding the guide bar tip.

Prior to guide bar and chain i ensure that ition of chain cutting blades is appropriate (correct position of the chain on the guide bar is
shown on the tip of the guide bar). Always wear protective gloves during checks and installation of the chain to prevent cuts from sharp edges of the chain.

New chain requires start-up period, which lasts approximately 5 minutes. Chain lubrication is very important in this phase. Check chain tension after
start-up period and readjust if necessary.

Check and adjust the chain tension frequently. Too loose chain can easily slide off the guide bar, quickly wear out or quickly wear out the guide bar.

3.3. Filling saw tank with oil.

Oil tank in new chain saw is empty. Fill the tank with oil prior to first use.

Unscrew oil filler plug (5).

Pour in oil (be careful to avoid contamination of oil during filling of the tank).

Screw oil filler plug (5).

Do not use oil that has been already used or regenerated, as this may damage the oil pump. Use SAE 10W/30 oil for the whole year or SAE 30W/40 in
summer and SAE 20W/30 in winter.

4. Operation and settings

4.1. Switching on. Switching off.

The mains voltage must match the voltage on the rating plate of the saw. Hold the chain saw with both hands when starting up

and during operation. Switching on - press the switch lock button (4) and then switch button (1). In case the chain saw does not start, release the brake
lever (7).

4.2. Switching off - release pressure on the switch (1). Release pressure on the switch button (1) to stop the chain saw. Strong sparking on the
commutator may appear. This is normal and safe for chain saw operation.

When switched on, the chain saw starts to work with full speed.

4.3. Checking chain lubrication.

Check lubrication of the chain and oil level in the tank before starting to work. Switch on the saw and hold it above ground. If you see enlarging oil marks,
the chain lubrication works well. If there are no oil marks or they are very small, clean oil outlet, upper hole of chain tension and oil way or contact service.

D ing on i P! e and amount of oil supplied, you can operate the chain saw for 15 to 40 minutes per one filling the oil tank.

4.4. Chain lubricants.

Durability of chain and guide bar depends heavily on quality of lubricant. Use only lubricants, which are designed for chain saws.

Never use regenerated or previously used oil for chain lubrication.

4.5. Chain guide bar.

Guide bar (9) is exposed to heavy wear especially in tip and bottom part. To prevent side wear due to friction, it is recommended to turn over the guide
bar every time the chain is sharpened. Clean the guide bar groove and oil holes on that occasion. Guide bar groove is rectangular. Check the groove against
wear. Put rule to guiding strip and outer surface of a chain tooth. If you observe distance between, the groove is correct. Otherwise the guide bar is worn out
and needs to be replaced.

4.6. Chain wheel.

Driving chain wheel is subject to especially heavy wear. Replace the chain wheel when you observe clear signs of wear of wheel teeth. Worn chain wheel
additionally reduces durability of chain. Chain wheel should be replaced by authorized service workshop.

4.7. Chain brake.

The saw features automatic brake, which stops the chain in case of recoil during chain saw operation. The brake engages automatically when force of
inertia is applied to a weight located inside the brake casing. The chain brake can also be switched on manually, when the brake lever (7) is moved towards the
guide bar (9). Switching the chain brake stops the chain movement in 0.12 sec.

4.8. Braking check.

Ensure the brake operates correctly before each use of the saw.

Put operating saw on the ground and open the throttle fully for 1 - 2 seconds to allow the saw engine to operate at its maximum speed.

Push the brake lever (7) forward. The chain should stop immediately.

In case the chain stops slowly or does not stop at all, replace the brake band and clutch drum before using the chain saw again.

To release the brake, pull the brake lever (7) towards the main handle (3) so you can hear sound typical of blockade snapping.
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Ensure the chain brake operates correctly and the chain is sharp. It is very important for keeping potential recoil at a safe level. Rﬁ

In case the brake does not operate efficiently, adjust it or repair in authorized service site.

In case the engine operates at high speed with the chain brake switched on, the saw clutch will overheat. When the chain brake engages during operation
of the engine, release the switch off immediately and stop the chain saw.

4.9. Chain tension adjustment.

Cutting chain tends to lengthen during operation due to higher temperature. Longer chain loosens and may slip off the guide bar.

Loosen the guide bar fixing lever (11).

Ensure the chain (8) remains in the guiding groove of the guide bar (9).

Use a screwdriver to turn the chain tension adj screw (8) ise, until the chain is strained appropriately (it should slightly hold the guide bar
in horizontal position).

Check the chain tension again (it should be possible to lift the chain by approximately 3 - 4 mm in the middle of the guide bar).

Tighten firmly the guide bar fixing lever (11).

Do not over-tension the chain. Adjl of overly heated chain may lead to excessive tension when cooling down.

4.10. Operating the chain saw.

Before starting any planned task, familiarize yourself with section describi
cutting waste wood pieces. It will also allow to find out the chain saw possibi

Always observe safety regulations.

Use the chain saw only for cutting wood. Cutting other materials is forbidden.

Intensity of vibrations and recoil change depending on the type of wood being cut.

Do not use the chain saw as a lever to lift, move or split objects. When the chain is pinched in wood, switch off the engine and drive wooden or plastic
wedge into the processed piece to release the chain saw. Start the tool again and commence cutting carefully.

Do not fix the saw to a stationary work station.

Attaching other devices, which are not allowed by the chain saw manufacturer, to the chain saw drive is forbidden.

It is not necessary to apply big force to the chain saw when using the tool. Apply light pressure only while the chain saw operates.

When the chain saw is pinched in kerf during cutting, do not remove it forcefully. It may cause loss of control over the chain saw, operator injury and/or
damage to the chain saw.

Release the chain brake before starting to work.

Wait until engine reaches its full speed before starting to cut).

Keep maximum speed for the whole time.

Allow the chain to cut wood. Press down the saw lightly.

Stop pressing the saw at the end of the cut to avoid losing control over the tool.

4.11. Protection against recoil.

Recoil is movement of the guide bar of the chain saw up and/or back, which happens when the part of the chain on the guide bar tip encounters an
obstacle.

Ensure the processed material is firmly fixed.

Use clamps to fix the material.

Hold the chain saw with both hands when starting up and during operation.

During recoil the chain saw cannot be controlled and the chain is loosened.

Incorrectly sharpened chain increases risk of recoil.

Do not cut above level of your shoulders.

Avoid cutting with guide bar tip, it may cause sudden recoil - to the back and up. Always use complete safety equipment and appropriate working clothes
when operating the chain saw.

Disassembly of protections, inappropriate operation, maintenance, improper guide bar or chain replacement may contribute to increase of risk of body
injury in case of recoil. Never modify the saw in any way. By using modified chain saw, the user looses all warranty rights. Warranty voids also when the chain
saw is used in accordingly to information contained in this manual.

4.12. Securing extension cord.

With the chain saw use only ion cords ig for outdoor icati Cross section of the extension cord cores shall be at least 1.5 mm? To
ensure safe operation of the chain saw, put the extension cord in the power cord hook (2) in the rear handle (3), which eliminates unwanted tension of the
extension cord when working. Use of extension cords longer than 30m causes reduction of chain saw power.

4.13. Cutting pieces of wood.

When cutting wood follow guidelines for safety of work and do as follows:

Ensure the wood piece cannot be moved.

Use clamps to fix short pieces of material before cutting.

Cut wood or wood-like materials only.

Before cutting ensure the chain saw will not come into contact with stones or nails, as it could cause pulling the saw out and damage to the chain.

Avoid situations when working saw might touch wired fence or ground.

When cutting branches support the saw as much as possible and do not cut with the tip of the guide bar.

Watch out for obstacles such as protruding stumps, roots, hollows and holes in the ground, as they may be cause of an accident.

4.14. Felling a tree.

Felling trees require great experience. Do not perform activities for which you are not qualified!

Define the tree fall line. Consider wind, lean of the tree, ion of heavy ity of work after tree fall and other factors.

When tidying area around the tree remember to ensure proper ground grip and escape path to use when the tree falls.

Predict and tidy up two escape paths at 45° angle, counting from the line opposite to expected line of the tree fall. There must be no obstacles on these

paths.

g safe rules for chain saw operation. It is recommended to gain experience by
ities.

A. Direction of tree felling.
B. Hazard zones.
C. Withdrawal division.

The cutting is done by making three notches. Steering is done first notch, including upper and lower
notch, and then ends with the felling notch. By proper placement of the three notches can be controlled
direction. Make an initial upper notch at an angle, one third of the trunk diameter deep. Make a horizontal notch lower, to join the top. Perform overthrown notch
horizontally from the opposite side of the guide and a little higher than lower surface of the notch.
Insert wedges on time to avoid pinching of the saw chain.
Fell the tree by driving a wedge rather than cutting through the whole trunk.
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When felling trees observe all safety rules and do as follows:

When the chain is pinched, switch off the chain saw and release the chain with a wedge. Wedge should be made of wood or plastic. Never use steel or
cast iron wedge.

Falling tree may pull other trees.

Danger zone radius is 2.5 height of the falling tree.

If the operator is inexperienced or amateur it is recommended to have training rather than gai

Do not fell trees when:

Conditions in danger zone cannot be determined due to fog, rain, snow or darkness.

Line of tree felling cannot be determined due to wind or wind blows.

4.15. Cutting through trunks.

Press the bumper spike against the material and make a cut.

If the cutting cannot be finished even after the chain saw range is fully utilized, do as follows:

Move the guide bar back from the cut material to a certain distance (with cutting chain still operating) and move the main handle (3) a little down, support
the bumper spike and finish the cut by lifting the main handle (3) a little.

4.16. Cutting a trunk lying on the ground.

Always keep good feet and ground grip. Do not stand on the trunk.

Watch out for possibility of the trunk rotation.

Observe manual guidelines related to work safety to avoid the chain saw recoil.

Always finish cutting at the side opposite to compressive stress to avoid pinching the chain in kerf.

Before starting to work check the stress direction in the trunk that is to be cut, to avoid pinching chain of the saw.

To eliminate stress, the first cut should be made at the tension side.

When cutting a trunk that is lying on the ground, first make a cut deep 1/3 of the trunk diameter, then turn the trunk over and finish cutting at the opposite
side.

When cutting a trunk that is lying on the ground, do not allow to sink the cutting chain into the ground under the trunk. N
damage to the chain.

When cutting trunk that is lying on the slope, the operator should always be at the slope side above the trunk.

4.17. Cutting a trunk lifted above the ground.

In case the log is supported or placed on stable sawing horse, depending on the place of operation, make the cut 1/3 of the trunk diameter deep on the
side under tension and finish cutting on the opposite side.

4.18. Trimming and cutting bushes and tree branches.

Start cutting branches of a felled tree at its base and continue towards top of the tree. Do small branches with a single cut.

First, check which way the branch bends. Then make a cut from the inside of the bend and finish cutting on the opposite side. Be careful, the branch
being cut may spring back.

When trimming tree branches, always cut downward to enable free fall of cut branch. H i ing the branch from the bottom may
be helpful.

Be very careful when cutting a branch that may be under stress. Such branch may spring aside and hit the operator.

Do not cut branches when climbing up the tree. Do not stand on ladder, platforms, logs or positions that may cause loss of balance and control over the
chain saw. Do not cut above level of your shoulders. Always hold the chain saw with both hands.

4.19. Safe work with chain saw.

5.1. Storage.

Pay special ion to keep the ilation holes of the engine casing pervious.

Clean plastic parts with mild detergent and a sponge.

You can proceed with maintenance actions only described within this instruction manual. Any other action can be carried out only by authorized service.

Do not make any changes in chain saw construction.

When not in use, chain saw should be stored clean, on flat surface, in dry place and beyond reach of children.

5.2. Guide bar and saw chain.

Check condition of the guide bar and chain every 5 hours of the saw operation.

Remove the casing and disassemble guide bar (9) and chain (8).

Clean oil holes and groove in the guide bar (9).

Lubricate tip chain wheel of the guide bar (10) through the hole located on the guide bar tip.

Check condition of the chain (8).

5.3. Chain sharpening.

Pay attention to cutting tools. Cutting tools should be sharp and clean, it allows efficient and safe operation. Operating the saw with blunt chain causes
quick wear of the chain, guide bar and driving chain wheel, and breaking the chain in the worst case. That is why it is important to sharpen the chain on time.

Chain sharpening is a complex operation. Sharpening the chain by yourself requires use of special tools and skills. It is recommended to entrust
sharpening the chain to qualified persons.

All faults should be repaired by service workshop authorized by the RAIDER.

6. Environmental protection.

Never place any electric tools in your household refuse.

To comply with European Directive 2012/19/EC concerning old electric and and its i ion in
laws, old electric tools have to be separated from other waste and disp d of in an envir friendly fashion, e.g. by taking to a
recycling depot.

Recycling alternative to the demand to return electrical devices:

Read operating instructions and make certain you understand them thoroughly before
using the chain saw.

Always use approved helmet, hearing protection, safety
goggles or face mask.

Protective clothing must be worn.

Protective footwear must be worn. Approved safety boots with protective rein-
forcement, steel toecap and non-slip soles.

Safety gloves must be worn. Approved gloves with protective reinforcement.

Do not expose saw to rain or moisture.

CAUTION! Chain saws are dangerous! Careless or improper use can result in serious
or fatal injury!

DANGER! Kickbacks occur suddenly and without warning. A kickback may be violent
enough to throw a chainsaw back at the user. A running chain can inflict severe and
even fatal injury. It is imperative for users to be familiar with the causes of kickbacks
in order to exercise the proper care and use working techniques to prevent kickback.

Remove the plug from the socket or mains immediately before carrying out any
adjustments, servicing or maintenance or if the cable is damaged or cut.

Elektri¢na testera moZe da se koristi samo za secenje drveta.

Korisnik preuzima sav rizik u slu€aju koris¢enja testere za druge namene znajuci da to moze biti opasno.

Proizvodac ne snosi odgovornost za Stetu nastalu nepravilnim kori§¢enjem lan¢ane testere.

1.2. Radno mesto.

Radno mesto treba da je, uvek, Cisto, uredno i dobro osvetljeno.

Nered i loSe (slabo) osvetlenje mogu da dovedu do nesreénih slucajeva, posebno pri koriséenju lancanih testera.

Nije dozvoljen pristup deci i drugim licima (posmatracima) radnom mestu.

Nepaznja operatera moze da dovede do gubljanja kontrole nad masinom.

1.3. Bezbednost pri radu sa strujom.

1.3.1. Utika¢ lan¢ane testere treba da odgovara uti¢nici (kontaktu), koja se koristi. Ni u kom slu¢aju nije dozvoljena promena konstrukcije utikaca. Kada radite s
uzemljenim elektrouredajima ne koristite adaptere za utika¢.

Kori$¢enje originalnih utikaca i utinica smanjuje moguénost strujnog udara.

1.3.2. Zastitite lan¢anu testeru od kiSe i viage.

Dodir vode s lanéanom testerom povecava opasnost od strujnog udara.

1.3.3. Ne koristite kabal za napajanje za aktivnosti za koje nije predviden, npr. za noSenje testere ili za izvlacenje utikaca iz uti¢nice. Zastitite kabal od ulja, grejnih tela,
dodira s ostrim ivicama ili pokretnih delova masina.

Osteceni ili upleteni kablovi povecavaju opasnost od strujnog udara.

1.3.4. Kada koristite lan¢anu testeru na otvorenom, ukljucujte je samo u instalacije zasticene elektricnim prekidatem Fi (prekida¢ za zastitno iskljucivanje), gde je
napon na uti¢nici, odakle se pokre¢e DTZ ne veci od 30 mA. Koristite produzivace predvidene za rad na otvorenom. Kori¢enje produZivaca, koji su predvideni za rad na
otvorenom, smanjuje opasnost od strujnog udara.

1.3.5. Ako je neophodno kori§¢enje lancane testere u vlaznim sredinama, masinu ukljucujte samo u instalacije zasticene elektricnim prekidacem Fi. KoriS¢enje takvog



zastitnog prekidaca i produznika otpornog na vlagu smanjuju opasnost od pojave strujnog udara.

1.4. Licna bezbednost.

Treba koristiti licna zastitna sredstva: radni kombinezon, zastitne nao¢are, zastitnu obucu, zastitnu kacigu, tampone za usi i kozne rukavice. Koris¢enje zastitnih sredstava
u odredenim uslovima (situacijama) smanjuje rizik od povredivanja.

Ne precenjujte svoje mogucnosti. Uvek treba da stojite stabilno i da odrzavate ravnotezu. Na taj nacin bolje kontroliSete testeru u nepredvidenim situacijama.

Nije dozvoljeno nosenje Siroke odece i nakita. Kosa, odeca i rukavice treba da su udaljeni od pokretnih delova. Kosa, odeca ili nakit mogu biti zahvaceni pokretnim
delovima.

1.5. Transport i Cuvanje.

Pri preno$enju testere, obavezno postavite zastitu navlaku (futrolu) na lancu (macu) i aktivirajte ko¢nicu lanca. Preno$enje ukljucene i nezasticene testere maze da dovede
do povreda.

Testeru treba prenositi drzeci je za prednji rukohvat. DrZzanje testere na drugim mestima nije bezbedno i moze da dovede do povredivanja.

Testeru treba kontrolisati . Proverite da li su pokretni elementi dobro u¢vr§éeni, da li nema o$tecenih delova. U slu¢aju utvrdivanja ostecenja, treba ih odkloniti pre sledeceg
kori$¢enja testere. Nepravilno odrzavanje (servisiranje) masine moze biti uzrok mnogih nesrec¢nih sluc¢ajeva.

Lanac za rezanje treba da je, uvek, €ist i s oStrim ivicama. Redovno ostrenje lanca smanjuje rizik od uklje$tenja (zaglavljivanja) i olak$ava rad.

1.6. Kori§¢enje i servisiranje.

Periodi€no treba kontrolisati funkcionisanje kocnice testere. Neispravna ko¢nica, moze da dovede do neisklju¢ivanja lanca u opasnim situacijama.

1.7. Bezbednost pri radu.

1.7.1. Budite koncentrisani, kontroliSite svoje pokrete i postupajte pazljivo i razumno. Ne koristite testeru, ako ste umorni ili pod dejstvom narkotika, alkohola ili sedativa.
Jedan trenutak nepaznje, pri radu s testerom, moze da dovede do izuzetno te$kih povreda.

1.7.2. Izbegavajte opasnosti od ukljucivanja testere zbog nepaznje. Ako, pri noSenju testere drZite prst na prekidacu za startovanije ili ukljucujete utika¢ u struju, a testera
je ukljuéena, postoji opasnost od povredivanja.

1.7.3.  Pre nego ukljucite testeru, uverite se, da ste sklonili sve pomocne instrumente i kljuceve.

Pomocni instrument, zaboravljen na pokretnom delu, moze da dovede do o$tecenja.

1.7.4. Izbegavajte neprirodne poloZaje tela. Radite u stabilnom poloZaju i u svakom trenutku odrzavaijte ravnotezu. Na taj nacin ¢ete bolje i sigurnije kontrolisati testeru
u neocekivanim situacijama.

1.7.5.  Ako u duZzem vremenskom periodu necete koristiti testeru izvucite utika¢ iz struje. Ova mera isklju€uje moguénost ukljucivanja testere zbog nepaznje.

1.7.6. Cuvajte testeru na mestu, koje je van domasaja dece. Ne dozvolite da testeru koriste lica, koja nisu upoznata s njenim na&inom rada i nisu procitala ova uputstva.
Kada je u rukama neiskusnog korisnika, testera moze biti izuzetno opasna.

1.7.7. Pazljivo odrzavaijte testeru. Proveravajte da li pokretni delovi funkcioni$u besprekorno, da li se ne klimaju, da li ima slomljenih ili ote¢enih delova, koji naru$avaju
ili menjaju funkcije testere. Pre nego ponovo koristite testeru, postarajte se da osteceni delovi budu remontovani. Mnoge povrede na radu su posledica loSeg servisiranja
(odrzavanja) elektroinstrumenata i aparata.

1.7.8. Drzite kabal za napajanje na bezbednom rastojanju od pokretnih radnih instrumenata. Ako izgubite kontrolu nad testerom, kabal moze biti presecen ili uvu¢en od
strane radnog instrumenta, $to dovodi do povreda.

1.7.9. Nikada ne ostavljajte testeru pre nego se radni instrument u potpunosti ne zaustavi. Instrument, koji se okrec¢e, moze doci u dodir s nekim drugim predmetom, §to
dovodi do gubljenja kontrole nad testerom.

1.7.10. Redovno Cistite ventilacione otvore testere.

1.7.11.  Ne upotrebljavajte testeru u blizini lako zapaljivih materijala. Varnice mogu da izazovu paljenje takvih materijala.

1.7.12. Nikada ne drzite ruke u blizini obrtnih delova instrumenta. Ako dode do trzaja, instrument moze da Vas povredi.

1.7.13. Ne koristite testeru, ako je kabal za napajanje oste¢en. Ako dode, u toku rada, do o$tecenja kabla, ne dodirujte ga! Odmah izvucite utika¢ iz struje!

Osteceni kabal za napajanje povecava opasnost od strujnog udara.

Nepostovanje navedenih instrukcija mozZe da dovede do strujnog udara, pozara ili tekih povreda.

1.7.14. Budite posebno pazljivi pri kraju rezanja. Pri nedostatku otpora, koji daje materijal za obradu, testera pada po inerciji i moZe dovesti do povredivanja.

1.7.15.  Priradu u duzem vremenskom periodu mozete osetiti Zmarke (izgubiti ose¢aj) u prstima ili rukama. U toj situaciji odmah prekinite s radom i napravite neophodnu
pauzu, zato $to s utrnulim rukama ne mozete dobro kontrolisati testeru.

1.7.16. Ako primetite znake umora odmah prekinite s radom.

1.7.17. Testeru moze da obsluZuje samo jedno lice. Sva ostala lica treba da se nalaze daleko od zone dejstva testere. To se posebno odnosi na decu i Zivotinje.

1.7.18.  Pri ukljucivanju testere lanac ne treba da se naslanja na materijal predviden za obradu ili da dodiruje bilo koji drugi materijal (predmet). Lanac treba da je slobodan
dok masina ne dostigne neophodan broj obrtaja.

1.7.19. U toku rada drzite testeru €vrsto s obe ruke za rukohvate. Zauzmite stabilan polozaj.

1.7.20. Testeru ne treba da koriste deca i omladina. Testeru treba da koriste odrasle osobe, koje znaju da rade s njom. Testeru treba predati drugom licu zajedo s
postoje¢im instrukcijama za upotrebu, odrzavanje, servisiranje.

1.7.21. Pre nego po¢nete rad s testerom iskljucite ko¢nicu lanca (povucite polugu prema sebi). Poluga ima ulogu zastitne pregrade za ruku.

1.7.22. Testera se izvlaéi (vadi) iz materijala za obradu, isklju¢ivo, kada se lanac okrece.

1.7.23. Pri se€enju rezane grade i-ili tankih grana koristite podporu. Ne rezite nekoliko dasaka istovremeno, sloZenih jedna preko druge, kao i materijale koje rukom drzi
drugo lice ili podupire nogom. To je izuzetno opasno!

1.7.24. Dobro uévrstite dugacke elemente za obradu.

1.7.25. Priradu na terenu pod nagibom stojte licem okrenutim ka nagibu.

1.7.26. Pri rezanju celom $irinom, uvek koristite zubce za oslonac kao podporu.

1.7.27. Ako je nemoguce da rezanje izvrsite odjednom, povucite testeru malo unazad, premestite je da se osloni drugim zubcem i nastavite rezanje, lako podizuéi zadnji
rukohvat.

1.7.28. Pri horizontalnom rezanju treba da se postavite pod uglom najblizim do 90° naspram materijala. Takva operacija zahteva posebnu paznju.

1.7.29. Pri zaglavljivanju lanca za vreme rezanja gornjim delom lanca, moze do¢i do trzaja u pravcu operatera. Zbog toga treba rezati koriste¢i donji deo lanca, jer tada,
pri zaglavljivanju lanca, trzaj (odskakanje) nece biti usmeren ka operateru.

1.7.30. Budite posebno obazrivi pri rezanju drveta, koje se cepa. Odrezani komadi drveta mogu da budu izbageni u bilo kom pravcu i da dovedu do povreda !

1.7.31. Rezanje grana drveca treba da bude izvrSeno od strane kvalifikovanog (iskusnog) lica. Nekontrolisano padanje odrezane grane moze da dovede do telesnih
povreda!

1.7.32. Nije dozvoljeno rezanje prednjim delom maca. To izaziva jak trzaj.

1.7.33. Obratite posebnu paznju na savijene grane. Takve grane ne treba rezati s donje strane.

1.7.34. Uvek stojte sa strane u odnosu na predvideni pravac padanja drveta, koje rezete.

1.7.35. Kada obarate drvo, uvek postoji opasnost od lomljenja i padanja grana ili drve¢a, koja se nalaze u blizini. Treba biti izuzetno paZzljiv, samim tim §to postoji rizik
od povredivanja.

1.7.36. Na terenu pod nagibom uvek stojte iznad materijala za obradu, nikada ispod.

1.7.37. Pazite se od drveca, koja se kotrljaju u vasem pravcu. Sklonite se u stranu!

1.7.38. Testera, koja radi, moze da se okrene, kada prednji deo mac¢a dodiruje materijal koji se obraduje. U takvoj situaciji testera moze iznenada da odskoci u pravcu
operatera (rizik od povredivanja !).

1.7.39. Nije dozvoljena upotreba testere na visinama iznad Vasih ramena ili kada stojite na drvetu, merdevinama, skelama i dr.

1.8.  Kako bi izbegli trzaj (odskakanje) testere, treba postovati slede¢a uputstva.

1.8.1. Nikada ne pocinjite i ne zavr$avaijte rezanje prednjim delom maca lanca!

1.8.2.  Uvek pocnite rezanje s ve¢ uklju¢enom testerom i lancem koji je dostigao neophodnu brzinu okretanja!

1.8.3. Proverite da i je lanac dobro naostren.

1.8.4. Nikada nemojte da rezete viSe od jedne grane istovremeno. Za vreme rezanja obratite paznju na susedne grane. Pri rezanju drveta po celoj $irini obratite paznju
na razgranatost okolnog drveca.

2. Opis funkcija i namena elektricne lan¢ane testere.

Elektri¢na lan¢ana testera je ru¢no vodena masina. Pokrece se pomocu kolektornog jednofaznog elektromotora. Namenjena je za rad u bastama, za rezanje drveta,
podrezivanje grana, rezanje drveta za ogrev, kao i za druge operacije vezane za rezanje drveta. Ova elektri¢na testera nije predvidena za industrijsku upotrebu, ve¢ za
licnu-kuénu upotrebu.

Nije dozvoljena upotreba aparata za aktivnosti, razli¢ite od njegove namene!

Podaci o buci i vibracijama:

3. Priprema za rad.

3.1.  Pre nego pristupite preno$enju testere iskljucite utika¢ kabla za napajanje iz struje i stavite zastitnu navlaku (futrolu) na mac i lanac. Testeru prenesite drzeéi je za
prednji rukohvat. Ako je neophodno izvrsiti nekoliko operacija rezanja , jednu za drugom, to izmedu ovih operacija testeru treba iskljuciti pomocu prekidaca za startovanje
).

3.2. Montaza maca (9)ilanca (8) testere.

Testera treba da je iskljucena iz struje.

Za regulisanje zategnutosti lanca sluzi $raf s maticom i osiguracem, koji ulazi u za to odredeni otvor na macu. Posebno je vazno da pri montazi maca osigura¢ matice ude
u otvor na macu. Okretanjem $rafa (kada je matica za ucvr§éivanje maca razlabavljena) osigura¢ se pokrece napred ili nazad i shodno tome lanac se opusta ili zateze.
Kocnica treba da je isklju¢ena. Povucite polugu ko¢nice prema prednjem rukohvatu. Poluga ko¢nice (7) treba da se nalazi u gornjem (vertikalnom) poloZaju. Odvrnite
maticu za ucvréivanje maca (12) i skinite zastitni poklopac kvacila. Postavite lanac (8) na pocetni zubni toc¢ak, koji se nalazi iznad kvacila. Stavite mac (9) preko vodréeg
zavrtnja. Postavite je maksimalno blizu do po¢etnog zubnog to¢ka. Postavite lanac (8) na pocetni tocak lanca i mac (9), vodeci racuna da vodece karike lanca udu u kanal
na macu.

o

Pomerajte mac (9) udaljavajuci ga od vodeceg zubnog tocka tako da lanac legne u kanalu na macu.Proverite da li se osigura¢ matice Srafa za regulisanje zategnutosti lanca
nalazi u donjem otvoru na macu (9). Zategnite lanac testere pomocu $rafa za zatezanje lanca (11). Lanac je dobro (ispravno) zategnut kada ga mozZete podici 3 do 4 mm
na sredini maca. Merenje se vr$i kada se ma¢ nalazi u horizontalnom poloZaju. Pre montiranja maca i lanca treba da proverite da li su pravilno postavljene (rasporedene)
ostrice za rezanje na lancu ( pravilno postavljanje lanca na macu je pokazano (vidi se) na prednjem delu maca). Nosite zastitne rukavice prilikom provere i montiranja lanca,
kako bi izbegli povredivanje ostrim ivicama. Pri postavljanju novog lanca na testeri neophodno je vreme od oko 5 minuta za zagrevanje. U tom periodu izuzetno je vazno
podmazivanje lanca. Nakon perioda zagrevanja proverite zategnutost lanca i ako je potrebno izvrsite korekciju. Cesto treba proveravati i regulisati zategnutost lanca, zato
$to labav lanac lako mozZe da spadne s maca, brze se haba ili dovodi do brzog o$te¢enja (habanja) maca.

3.3.  Punjenje rezervoara testere uljem.

Rezervoar za ulje kod nove testere je prazan. Zato je pre prve upotrebe neophodno da rezervoar napunite uljem.

Odvrnite poklopac rezervoara za ulje za podmazivanje lanca (5).

Nalijte ulje (vodite racuna da u rezervoar ne upadne prasina ili drugo trunje).

Zavrnite poklopac na rezervoaru za ulje (5).

Ne koristite upotrebljavano ili regenerisano ulje, zato §to ono moze da izazove o$tecenje pumpe za ulje. Koristite ulje SAE 10W/30 tokom cele godine. Leti koristite SAE
30W/40, a zimi SAE 20W/30.

4. Rad ipode$avanje (Stelovanje).

4.1.  Ukljucivanje.

Napon u mrezi treba da odgovara naponu nazna¢enom u tabeli s tehni¢kim podacima na testeri. Pri uklju¢ivanju i za vreme rada drZite testeru ¢vrsto, s obe ruke.
Ukljucivanje — Pritisnite dugme za blokadu (4) prekida¢a za startovanje, a nakon toga prekida¢ za startovanje (1). Ako testera ne po¢ne s radom, treba osloboditi polugu
koénice (7).

4.2. Iskljucivanje — oslobodite prekida¢ za startovanje (1). Oslobadanje prekidaca za startovanje (1) dovodi do zaustavljanja testere. To moze biti propraceno iskrenjem
kolektora. To je normalna pojava i ne predstavlja opasnost po testeru. Nakon ukljucivanja testera odmah po¢inje da radi na punom broju obrtaja.

4.3. Provera podmazivanja lanca.

Pre nego poc¢nete s rezanjem, proverite podmazivanje lanca i nivo ulja u rezervoaru. Ukljucite testeru drzeéi je iznad zemlje nad svetlom podlogom. Ako se vide povecani
tragovi od ulja, to znaci, da podmazivanje funkcioni$e pravilno. Ako nema nikakvih tragova ili su minimalni, treba regulisati koli¢inu ulja za podmazivanje lanca pomocu $rafa
(13). Ako i posle regulisanja nema nikakvih rezultata, trba o€istiti kanale za dotok ulja od rezervoara do lanca. Ako i tada nema nikakvih rezultata obratite se ovlaS¢enom
servisu.

Ovo regulisanje se vrsi, kada je testera iskljucena uz postovanje neophodnih zastitnih mera, gde ni u kom slu¢aju nije dozvoljeno da ma¢ dodiruje zemlju. Bezbedno je da
se odrzava rastojanje od najmanje 20 cm od zemlje.

Za vreme rada koli¢ina ulja u rezervoaru nikada ne treba da je ispod minimalno dozvoljenog nivoa ,,MIN”".

Nalijte ulje do nivoa ,,MAX”.

Pri rezanju suvog i tvrdog drveta, kao i pri kori¢enju cele radne duzine maca $raf za regulisanje treba postaviti u polozaju ,,MAX".

Pri rezanju mekog i vlaznog drveta ili pri delimiénom kori§¢enju radne duzine maca moze da se smaniji koli¢ina ulja za podmazivanje pomocu $rafa za regulisanje
okretanjem u pravcu polozaja ,,MIN".

U zavisnosti od spoljasne temperature i Zeljene koli¢ine ulja, koja se koristi za podmazivanje, s jednim punjenjem rezervoara za ulje, testerom moze da se radi od 15 do
40 minuta.

4.4. Sredstva za podmazivanje lanca.

Trajnost lanca i maca testere u velikoj meri zavisi od kvaliteta sredstva, koje se koristi za podmazivanje. Treba koristiti, iskljuivo, sredstva za podmazivanje, predvidena
za lancane testere.

Nikada ne treba koristiti upotrebljavano ili regenerisano ulje za podmazivanje lanca testere.

4.5. Mac lanca testere.

Mag (9) je izloZzen poseno intenzivnom habanju na prednjem i donjem delu. Kako bi se izbeglo jednostrano habanje usled trenja, preporu¢uje se da se kod svakog ostrenja
lanca vrsi rotacija (okretanje) maca. Istovremeno treba odistiti i kanal na macu i otvore za ulje. Kanal na mac¢u ima pravougaonu formu (oblik). Proveravajte kanal odnosno
stepen ostecenosti. Postavite lenjir ili gladak pljosnati predmet na mac¢ i spoljasnu povrsinu zubaca na lancu. Ako zapazite razmak izmedu njih, to znaci da je kanal u
dobrom stanju. U suprotnom mac je, verovatno, dotrajao i treba ga zameniti.

4.6. Vodeci zubni tocak.

Vodeci zubni to¢ak je elemenat, posebno, podlozan habanju. U slu€aju, kada primetite vidne znake dotrajalosti zubaca lan¢anog tocka, treba ga zameniti. Izhaban
(dotrajali) lan¢ani toak dodatno skracuje vek trajanja lanca. Lan¢ani tocak treba promeniti u ovlas¢éenom servisu.

4.7. Kocnica lanca.

Elektri¢na lancana testera je opremljena (poseduje) automatsku ko¢nicu, koja zaustavlja kretanje lanca, kada dode do trzaja (odskakanja) za vreme rezanja. Ko¢nica deluje
automatski pomocu inercionog mehanizma. Ko€nica lanca moze biti aktivirana i ruéno premestanjem poluge (7) u pravcu maca (9). Ko¢nica se aktivira za 0,15 sekundi.
4.8. Provera kocnice.

Pre svake upotrebe testere treba proveriti delovanje ko¢nice.

Ostavite ukljuéenu testeru na zemlju i podesite je da radi na najve¢em broju obrtaj 1 — 2 sekunde.Ukljucite (aktivirajte) kocnicu pomerajuéi polugu (7) napred. Lanac treba
da se odmah zaustavi. Alo se lanac zaustavlja sporo ili se uop$te ne zaustavlja, treba zameniti traku (lentu) ko¢nice i dobo$ kvacila pre naredne upotrebe testere. Kako bi
oslobodili koénicu treba premestiti polugu (7) u pravcu glavnog rukohvata (3) dok ne ¢ujete karakteristicno $kljocanje. Pre svake upotrebe testere proveravajte delovanje
koénice, kao i to da li je lanac dobro naostren. To je izuzetno vazno, jer omogucava da se eventualno odskakanje ograni¢i na bezbedan nivo. U slu¢aju da je ko¢nica
neispravna treba je servisirati (remontovati) u ovlad¢enom servisu. Ako motor radi na visokom broju obrtaja, kada je koc¢nica lanca uklju¢ena, to dovodi do pregrevanja



kvadila testere. Nakon aktiviranja ko¢nice lanca, kada motor radi, odmah treba osloboditi prekidac za startovanje i zaustaviti testeru.
4.9. Zatezanje lanca testere.
Za vreme rada testerom lanac se isteZe usled zagrevanja. Rastegnuti lanac je labav i moZe da spadne s maca.

Proverite da li se lanac (8) nalazi u kanalu maca (9).
Pomodu Srafcigera zavrtite u desno $raf za zatezanje lanca (11) dok lanac ne bude dovoljno zategnut. PaZljivo pridrzavajte mac¢ u horizontalnom poloZaju.
Ponovo proverite zategnutost lanca. Treba da moZete da podignete lanac od gornjeg dela maca 3 — 4 mm.

Ne treba preterano zategnuti lanac. Ako je regulisanje izvrSeno, kada je lanac zagrejan, moZe da dovede do prekomernog zatezanja nakon hladenja.

4.10. Rad s lanéanom testerom.

Pre nego pocnete rad treba da se upoznate s pravilima za bezbedan rad lanéanom testerom. Preporucuje se da se obucite (uveZbate) rezuci nepotrebne komade drveta.
Tako cete bolje upoznati mogucnosti testere.

Uvek postujte pravila o bezbednosti.

Lanéanu testeru moZete koristiti, isklju€ivo, za rezanje drveta. Nije dozvoljeno rezanje drugih materijala.

Intenzivnost vibracija i efekat trzaja (odskoka) su razli¢iti pri rezanju raznih vidova (vrsta) drveta.

Nije dozvoljeno koriS¢enje lanc¢ane testere kao poluge za podizanje, premestanije ili deljenje predmeta. U slucaju zaglavljivanja lanca, treba iskljuciti motor i nabiti plasticni
ili drveni klin u izrez, kako bi oslobodili testeru. Nakon toga ukljucite testeru i paZljivo nastavite s rezanjem.

Pri rezanju nije potrebno jako pritiskati testeru. Treba lagano pritiskati testeru, kada ona radi na maksimalnom broju obrtaja.

Ako za vreme rada dode do zaglavljivanja testere, ni u kom slucaju je ne treba izvlaciti na silu. To moZe da dovede do gubljenja kontrole nad testerom i do ranjavanja
operatera ili o$tec¢enja testere.

Pre pocetka rada kocnica lanca treba da je isklju¢ena.

Pre pocetka rezanja, sacekajte da motor dostigne maksimalni broj obrtaja.

Za vreme rada odrZavaijte visok broj obrtaja.

Dozvolite (ostavite) da lanac reze drvo. Samo lagano pritiskajte nanize.

Kako ne bi izgubili kontrolu, pri kraju operacije treba prestati s pritiskanjem testere.

4.11. Zastita od odskakanja (trzaja).

Pod odskakanjem (trzajem) se podrazumeva kretanje maca testere navise ili unazad, $to se dogada, kada lanac svojim prednjim delom dode u kontakt s nekim predmetom.
Uverite se da li je materijal za obradu dobro uévri¢en. Za uévr§¢ivanje materijala koristite stege. Pri ukljucivanju i za vreme rada drZite testeru ¢vrsto s obe ruke. Pri
odskakanju testera je van kontrole, tako da se lanac moZe olabaviti.

Nepravilno (loSe) naostren lanac povecava rizik od odskakanja (trzaja).

Nikada ne treba da reZete na visini iznad ramena.

Treba izbegavati rezanje pomocu prednjeg dela maca, zato $to to moZe da dovede do iznenadnog odskakanja testere nazad i naviSe. Pri radu s lan¢anom testerom treba
koristiti kompletnu opremu, kao i odgovarajuce radno odelo.

Demontaza zastitnih delova, nepravilno servisiranje, odrzavanie ili nepravilno izvrSena zamena maca ili lanca, mogu da dovedu do poveéane opasnosti od telesnih povreda
pri eventualnom trzaju (odskakanju). Nije dozvoljeno vr3enje bilo kakvih promena (bilo kakve rekonstrukcije) na testeri. U slucaju koris¢enja samovoljno rekonstruisane
testere korisnik gubi sva prava, koja proizilaze iz garancije. Gublienje garancije moZe da rezultira koris¢enjem testere u suprotnosti s informacijama u postoje¢im
instrukcijama.

4.12. Zastita produznog kabla (produznika).

Pri radu s elektricnom testerom treba koristiti samo produznike, koji su predvideni za rad na otvorenom. Presek provodnika treba da je najmanje 1,5 mm2. U cilju
obezbedenja bezbednog premestanja testere treba provuci kabal produznika kroz kuku kabla (2) na zadnjem rukohvatu (3), kako bi eliminisali prekomerno zatezanje kabla
za napajanje za vrme rada.

Produznici duZine iznad 30 m smanjuju snagu testere.

4.13. Rezanje malih komada drveta.

Pri rezanju malih komada drveta treba da postujete pravila za bezbedan rad i da postupate na slede¢i nacin:

Proverite da li pare materijala ne moZe da se premesti.

Krace komade materijala, pre pocetka rezanja, ucvrstite pomocu stega.

MozZete da rezete samo drvo ili materijale na bazi drveta.

Pre pocetka rezanja proverite da li testera nece doci u kontakt s kamenjem ili gvozdem, jer to dovodi do odbijanja testere i ote¢enja lanca.

Izbegavaijte situacije gde bi uklju¢ena testera mogla da dode u kontakt s Zicanom ogradom ili zemljom.

Pri rezanju grana, koliko god je moguce podupirajte testeru i trudite se da ne reZete prednjim delom maca.

Obratite paZnju na prepreke od izdanaka s panjeva, korenje, udubljenja i rupe u zemlji, jer mogu da prouzrokuju nesreéne slucajeve.

4.14. Rezanje drveta.

Obaranje drveta zahteva veliko iskustvo. Ne vrSite operacije za koje niste dovoljno kvalifikovani!

Odredite pravac padanja drveta, imajuéi u vidu vetar, nagib drveta, poloZaj teSkih grana, teZinu rada nakon obaranja i druge okolnosti.

Pri raz¢iS¢avanju terena oko drveta treba ostaviti dovoljno mesta, kako bi se sklonili (udaljili) za vreme padanja drveta. Obratite paZnju na stabilnost terena.

Treba unapred predvideti i oCistiti dva puta za brzu evakuaciju. Oni treba da su pod uglom od oko 45° suprotno od linije predvidenog pravca padanja drveta. Na tim
pravcima ne treba da ima nikakvih prepreka.

A. Pravac obaranja drveta.

B. Zone opasnosti.

C. Reon (deonica) izvlacenja.

Obaranje se vréi pravljenjem tri reza. Prvo se pravi direktni rez, koji podrazumeva gornji (2) i donji (1) rez, a nakon toga se obaranje zavr§ava obarajuc¢im rezom (3).
Pravilnim rasporedivanjem ova tri reza mozZe se kontrolisati pravac padanja drveta.

Napravite prvi gornji rez, pod uglom od jedne trecine pre¢nika drveta sa strane padanja. Napravite donji, horizontalni rez, spajajuci ga s gornjim rezom.

IzvrSite zavréni (obarajuci) rez horizontalno sa suprotne strane od pravca padanja, malo viSe od donjeg reza.

Koristite klinove, kako ne bi doslo do zaglavljivanja lanca testere.
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Drvo se obara zabivanjem klina (4) u obarajuci rez, a ne seenjem celom $irinom.

Pri rezanju drveca treba postovati sva pravila o bezbednosti i postupati na slede¢i nacin.

Ako dode do zaglavljivanja testere, iskljucite je i oslobodite lanac pomocu klina. Klinovi treba da su drveni ili plasti¢ni. Ni u kom slu¢aju nije dozvoljeno kori§c¢enje ¢eli¢nih
ili klinova izradenih od gvozda.

Drvo koje pada moze povuci sa sobom i drugo drvece. Opasna zona obuhvata 2,5m duZine drveta koje se obara. Ako je operater (korisnik) neiskusno lice, preporucuje se
da se ne obu¢ava sam, ve¢ da pohada kurs za obuku. Ne treba rezati drva u sledec¢im situacijama:

Ako ne mogu da se odrede uslovi u opasnoj zoni usled magle, ki$e, snega ili sumraka. Ako ne moze sa sigurno$éu da se odredi pravac padanja drveta zbog jakog vetra.
4.15. Rezanje panjeva.

Pritiskate zubce za oslonac u osnovi testere na materijal i izvrSite rezanja.

U slucaju kada niste zavrsili rezanje dokraja, iako ste iskoristili sve moguénosti premestanja testere, uradite sledece:

Izvucite ma¢ unazad na izvesno odstojanje od materijala za obradu ( lanac treba da se okrec¢e) i premestite lagano glavni rukohvat (3), tako $to podupirete zubac za oslonac
odozdo i dovrsite rezanje podizuci glavni rukohvat (3) lagano na gore.

4.16. Rezanje odsetenog drveta.

Uvek treba da stojite stabilno na zemlji. Ne stojte na oborenom drvetu.

Vodite ratuna da se oboreno drvo ne okrene. Postujte instrukcije za bezbedan rad, kako bi izbegli trzaje (odskoke) testere. Uvek treba zavrsiti rezanje sa suprotne strane
od pravca padanja drveta, kako bi izbegli zaglavljivanje lanca testere. Pre pocetka rezanja utvrdite pravac padanja drveta, kako bi izbegli zaglavljivanje testere. Prvo
rezanje treba izvrsiti sa strane pod pritiskom, kako bi ga eliminisali. Pri rezanju oborenog (odse¢enog) drveta prvo izvrsite rezanje do 1/3 njegovog pre¢nika, nakon toga
ga okrenite drvo i dovrSite rezanje sa suprotne strane. Pri rezanju odse¢enog (oborenog) drveta ne treba dozvoliti da lanac ude u zemlju ispod njega. NepoStovanje ovog
pravila moze da dovede do momentalnog o$tecenja lanca. Pri rezanju oborenog (odse¢enog) drveta, na terenu pod nagibom, operater treba da je uvek na visem polozZaju
u odnosu na drvo.

4.17. Rezanje drveta kori§¢enjem podpore.

Pri rezanju drveta, koje se naslanja na stabilnu podporu, u zavisnosti od mesta rezanja, uvek treba prvo napraviti rez do dubine od jedne tre¢ine pre¢nika sa strane gde je
opterecenje, a nakon toga zavrsiti rezanje sa suprotne strane.

4.18. Rezanje i podrezivanje grana i Zzbunja.

Rezanje grana oborenog drve¢a poé¢nite odozdo i produZite u pravcu kro$nje. Male grane treba rezati odjednom ( jednim zamahom). Proverite na koju stranu je grana
naklonjena. Nakon toga izvrSite rezanje sa strane gde je opterecenje, da bi zavrsni rez napravili sa suprotne strane. Vodite racuna da odrezana grana ne odsko¢i unazad.
Pri rezanju grana na drvecu, uvek treba da se reze odozgo na dole, dozvoljavajuci odrezanoj grani da slobodno padne na zemlju. U nekim slu¢ajevima moze biti neophodno
rezanje grane odozdo. Treba biti posebno pazljiv pri rezanju grane pod pritiskom. Takva grana moZe nakon zavr$etka rezanja da odskoci i udari operatera. Ne treba da
rezete grane penjuci se na drvo. Ne treba da stojite na merdevinama, platformama, drvecu ili drugim sli¢énim pozicijama, koje mogu da dovedu do gubljenja ravnoteze i
kontrole nad testerom. Ne treba vrsiti rezanje na visinama iznad Vasih ramena. Testeru drzite, uvek, ¢vrsto s obe ruke.

4.19. Bezbedan rad lan¢anom testerom.

Ni u kom sluéaju ne koristite testeru kada pada ki$a iliima vlage. Ako dode do o$tec¢enja produznika odmah izvucite utikac iz struje (kontakta). Nikada ne radite s o$te¢enim
kablom za napajanje. Svi delovi treba da su montirani pravilno i da odgovaraju zahtevima, koji obezbeduju pravilan (siguran) rad testere. Svaki elemenat ili deo, koji je
ostecen, treba odmah zameniti.

5. Odrzavanje i servisiranje.

Pre pristupanja bilo kakvim operacijama na instaliranju, regulisanju, odrzavaniju ili servisiranju obavezno izvucite kabal iz struje.

5.1. Cuvanje.

Obratite paznju da ventilacioni otvori na korpusu motora, uvek, budu Gisti.

Za cisc¢enje plasti¢nih delova koristite slab rastvarac i sunder. Dozvoljeno je sprovodenje samo onih operacija odrzavanja, koje su opisane u postoje¢im instrukcijama. Sve
ostale operacije mogu biti izvr§ene u ovlaS¢enom servisu. Nije dozvoljeno vr$enje bilo kakvih promena na konstrukciji testere.Kada se testera ne koristi, treba je Cuvati,
nakon enja, na ravnom i suvom mestu, koje je van domasaja dece.

5.2. Macilanac za secenje.

Na svkih 5 (pet) sati rada treba proveriti stanje mac¢a i lanca. Razlabavite i odvrtite maticu mac¢a (12).Skinite poklopac i demontirajte mac (9) i lanac (8). Ocistite otvore za
ulje i kanal na macu (9). Podmazite prednji tocak (10) kroz otvore, koji se nalaze na prednjem delu maca. Proverite stanje lanca (8).

5.3. Skidanje lanca testere.

Na instrumente za rezanje treba obratiti posebnu paznju. Instrumenti za rezanje treba da su, uvek, ostri i Cisti, $to garantuje bezbedno izvr§enje radova, bez kvarova. Rad
testerom, koja ima tup lanac, dovodi do ubrzanog habanja lanca, maca i pokretnog to¢ka lanca, a moze da dovede i do kidanja lanca. Izuzetno je vazno pravovremeno
ostrenje lanca. Ostrenje lanca je sloZena operacija. Samostalno o$trenje lanca zahteva kori§¢enje specijalnih instrumenata i znanja. Preporucuje se da ove operacije izvrsi
kvalifikovano lice.

Svaki vid neispravnosti treba da bude odstranjen u ovlias¢enom servisu RAIDER.

6. Zastita Zivotne sredine.
U cilju zastite Zivotne sredine elektroinstrumenat i njegovo pakovanije treba predati na odgovarajucu preradu, kako bi se ponovo iskoristile sirovine u njima.
Ne odlaZite elektroinstrumente zajedno s organskim odpacimal Saglasno Direktivi Evropske unije 2012/19/EC dotrajali elektricni aparati, koji se viSe ne mogu koristiti, treba
da se odlaZu posebno, kako bi se predali na adekvatnu preradu za ponovno iskori$¢avanje sirovina koje poseduju.

Deconectati mai intai. Utilizati surubul de ajustare pentru tensiunea lantului. Bara de ghidare si lantul sunt furnizate separat. Manerul de frana trebuie pozitionat in
pozitie verticala.

. In timpul reculului fierastraul cu lant nu poate fi controlat si lantul este slabit. Lantul incorect ascutit creste riscul de recul. Nu téiati peste nivelul umerilor. Evitati
taierea cu varful lamei de ghidare, acesta poate provoca recul brusc - inapoi si in sus.
