•  Remove the packaging material and any 

packaging and/or transportation braces (if 
available).

•  Check to see if all items are supplied.
•  Inspect the equipment and accessories for 

transport damage.
•  If possible, please keep the packaging until 

the end of the guarantee period.

4. Operation

 4.1 Charging the LI battery pack (Fig. 2-3)
1. Remove the battery pack (a) from the handle, 

pressing the pushlock buttons (b) downwards 
to do so.

2. Check that your mains voltage is the same as 
that marked on the rating plate of the battery 
charger. Insert the power plug of the charger 
(e) into the mains socket outlet. The green 
LED will then begin to  ash.

3. Push the battery pack onto the battery char-
ger.

In section 8 “Charger indicator” you will  nd a 
table with an explanation of the LED indicator on 
the charger.

If the battery pack fails to become charged, ple-
ase check
•  whether there is voltage at the socket-outlet
•  whether there is proper contact at the char-

ging contacts on the charger.

If the battery still fails to become charged, please 
return
•  the charger
•  the battery pack
to our Customer Service Department.

To ensure that items are properly packaged 
and delivered when you send them to us, 
please contact our customer service or the 
point of sale at which the equipment was 
purchased.

When shipping or disposing of batteries and 
cordless tools, always ensure that they are 
packed individually in plastic bags to prevent 
short circuits and  res.

To ensure that the battery pack provides long ser-
vice, you should take care to recharge it promptly. 
You must recharge the battery pack when you 
notice that the performance of the device drops. 
Never allow the battery pack to become fully di-
scharged. This will cause it to develop a defect.
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4.2 On/Off  switch (Fig. 1/Item 1)

To switch on:
Press the On/Off  switch (1).

To switch off :
Press the On/Off  switch (1) again.

4.3 Setting the lighting position (Fig. 4)
You can set any lighting position by moving the 
lamp head (see Fig. 4).
4.4  Battery capacity indicator (Fig. 5)
Press the battery capacity indicator switch (c). 
The battery capacity indicator (d) shows the char-
ge status of the battery using 3 LEDs.

All 3 LEDs are lit:
The battery is fully charged.

2 or 1 LED(s) are lit:
The battery has an adequate remaining charge.

1 LED blinks:
The battery is empty, recharge the battery.

All LEDs blink:
The battery temperature is too low. Remove the 
battery from the equipment, keep it at room tem-
perature for one day. If the fault reoccurs, this me-
ans that the rechargeable battery has undergone 
exhaustive discharge and is defective. Remove 
the battery from the equipment. Never use or 
charge a defective battery.

5. Cleaning, maintenance and 
ordering of spare parts

Danger!
Always pull out the mains power plug before star-
ting any cleaning work.

5.1 Cleaning
•  Keep all safety devices, air vents and the 

motor housing free of dirt and dust as far as 
possible. Wipe the equipment with a clean 
cloth or blow it with compressed air at low 
pressure.

•  We recommend that you clean the device  
immediately each time you have finished 
using it.

•  Clean the equipment regularly with a moist 
cloth and some soft soap. Do not use 
cleaning agents  or solvents; these could at-

tack the plastic parts of the equipment. Ensu-
re that no water can seep into the device. The 
ingress of water into an electric tool increases 
the risk of an electric shock.

5.2 Maintenance
There are no parts inside the equipment which  
require additional maintenance.

5.3 Ordering replacement parts:

6. Disposal and recycling

The equipment is supplied in packaging to pre-
vent it from being damaged in transit. The raw 
materials in this packaging can be reused or 
recycled. The equipment and its accessories are 
made of various types of material, such as metal 
and plastic. Never place defective equipment in 
your household refuse. The equipment should 
be taken to a suitable collection center for proper 
disposal. If you do not know the whereabouts of 
such a collection point, you should ask in your 
local council offi  ces. 

7. Storage

Store the equipment and accessories in a dark 
and dry place at above freezing temperature. The 
ideal storage temperature is between 5 and 30 
°C. Store the electric tool in its original packaging.
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8. Charger indicator

Indicator status Explanations and actions
Red LED Green LED

Off Flashing Ready for use
The charger is connected to the mains and is ready for use; there is no 
battery pack in the charger

On Off Charging
The charger is charging the battery pack in quick charge mode. The char-
ging times are shown directly on the charger.
Important! The actual charging times may vary slightly from the stated 
charging times depending on the existing battery charge.

Off On The battery is charged and ready for use. (READY TO GO)
The unit then changes over to gentle charging mode until the battery is 
fully charged.
To do this, leave the rechargeable battery on the charger for approx. 15 
minutes longer.
Action:
Take the battery pack out of the charger. Disconnect the charger from the 
mains supply.

Flashing Off Adapted charging
The charger is in gentle charging mode.
For safety reasons the charging is performed less quickly and takes more 
time. The reasons can be:
- The rechargeable battery has not been used for a very long time.
- The battery temperature is outside the ideal range.
Action:
Wait for the charging to be completed; you can still continue to charge the 
battery pack.

Flashing Flashing Fault
Charging is no longer possible. The battery pack is defective.
Action:
Never charge a defective battery pack.
Take the battery pack out of the charger.

On On Temperature fault
The battery pack is too hot (e.g. due to direct sunshine) or too cold 
(below 0° C).
Action:
Remove the battery pack and keep it at room temperature (approx. 20° C) 
for one day .

In the unli-
kely event that this equipment develops a fault, please contact our service department at the address shown 
on this guarantee card. You can also contact us by telephone using the service number shown. Please note the 
following terms under which guarantee claims can be made:
1. These guarantee terms apply solely to consumers, i.e. natural persons, who do not want to use this pro-

duct in connection with either their commercial or other self-employed activities. These guarantee terms 
regulate additional guarantee services which the undermentioned manufacturer promises to buyers of its 
new products in addition to their statutory rights of guarantee. Your statutory rights of guarantee are not 
aff ected by this guarantee. Our guarantee is free of charge to you.

2. The guarantee services cover only defects due to material or manufacturing faults on the new product 
which you have bought in the European Union from the undermentioned manufacturer and are limited to 
either the recti cation of said defects or the replacement of the product, whichever we prefer. Please note 
that only equipment under the brand name “Professional” has been designed for use in commercial, trade 
or professional applications. For all other products the guarantee is invalidated if the equipment is used 
within the guarantee period in commercial, trade or industrial applications or for other equivalent activities. 

3. Our guarantee does not cover:
• Damage to the equipment caused by failure to comply with the installation/assembly instructions or by 

unprofessional installation; damage caused by failure to comply with the operating instructions (e.g. 
connection to the wrong mains voltage or current type); damage caused by failure to comply with the 
maintenance and safety regulations; damage caused by exposing the equipment to abnormal environ-
mental conditions; damage resulting from poor care and maintenance.
